Junior Division Commission
Preamble

The Junior Division of the Grand Lodge of Massachusetts, Order Sons of Italy in America, has been created so that children of Italian ancestry might become better acquainted with ideals of their forefathers and that these children, who will become the men and women of tomorrow, might carry on with due credit to the people from whom they derive their origin, and at the same time, be good American citizens.

The principles of the Junior Division are the same as those of the Senior Division, namely:

LIBERTY- EQUALITY- FRATERNITY

Purposes

1. To organize boy and girls of Italian ancestry between the ages of ten and eighteen, and to teach them the ideals and principles of the Order so that, when they become of age, they shall have been properly instructed in the works of the Order, and be transferred into the Senior Lodges.

2. To encourage and promote any work that may be of interest and credit to the Italian people.

3. To encourage and urge the reading, writing, and speaking of the Italian language.
4. To foster an appreciation of the role of family in today’s society.

5. To promote on our young people the values of brotherhood and respect for themselves and for others.

6. To encourage our children to become good, productive citizens.

7. To encourage programs such as sports, culture, and social activities.
